Sand Recycling plant: 2000 tons of sand is used in Foundries of Pimpri Chinchwad area. If it is
recycled, natural resources will be saved.
Fettling is most labour intensive operation in the MSME. A centralized facility with some
automated flexible systems will ease the manual work. - MSMEG&6s cannot affor
characterization processes e.g. Millipore, spectroscopy and Digital X-Ray. A central facility for
these can help the MSME foundries.
Prototyping and sand core printing facility can help the MSME foundries.
Dust extraction systems can be designed and installed to reduce the pollution.
A query regarding the funding process, after the technology implementation fund is granted by
TIFAC, needs to be verified by the TAP center.
